Dr. Melvin Morse (Closer to the Light)
Study of children’s NDEs

Dr. Raymond Moody (Life After Life)
Raymond coined the term “near death
experience”

NOTE: During the last 20 years of
Elisabeth Kibler-Ross’ life, she worked
exclusively with dying children. She found
that many of the children had premonitions
about their deaths and were at peace with
dying.

Of the 62 patients reporting an NDE, all of them
experienced some of the following ten
characteristics:

« Awareness of being dead (50%)

« Positive emotions (56%)

« Out of body experience (24%)

« Moving through a tunnel (31%)

« Communication with light (23%)

« Observation of colors (23%)

« A celestial landscape (29%)

* Meeting deceased persons (32%)
« Life review (13%)

« Presence of border (8%)
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Selected Findings

+ 88% reported at least one dream or vision

* 99% of those believed the dreams or visions to be real

« The most common ELDVs revolved around living or
deceased loved ones

+ 60% of the ELDVs were considered to be of comfort; 19%
distressing and 21% both comforting and distressing

« Religious content in the ELDVs was minimal
« As participants approached death, comforting
dreams/visions of the deceased became more prevalent

46% experienced a broad range of mental recollections that were NOT compatible with
the common model of NDE's. These included fearful and persecutory experiences.
